Today the number
| of adult illiterates
B world wide stands at
il 868 millions. True,
illiteracy has significantly
diminished in relative terms should
continue to decline. The percentage

1 of illiterates fell from 30.8% in 1980

to 22.8% in 1995 and should drop
to 16.6% in 2010. But becuase of
the increase in world population.
The actual number of illiterates
remained astonishingly stable
between 1980 & 1995 around 890
millions - even if it has declined
since then, albeit too slowly. And
over 100 million children of primary
school age shill do not attend school
or simply have no possibility of
doing so.

Thus scale of the task before
us is clear. In the course of
generations to come, we shall have
to take up the unmet challenges of
the 20th century - education for all-
and those of the 21st century -
lifeiong education for all and the
construction of knowledge
societies. And these challenges
concern all societies: even in the
richest nations education systems
cannot ensure sustainable literacy
among the population. Studies
show that over.one tenth and more

often than not, 1/5 of the population
of the industrialised countries is
affecled by illiteracy - defined as the
inability to read and write with
understanding a short simple
statement in relation to everyday
life.

Education for all is more than
an ambitious objective: It is an
ambitious ethic-predicated on

human dignity. Today the nation of

literacy is no longer restricted to
reading, writing and numeracy:
education must also offer access to
skills and knowhow that enable the
individual to take his or her place in
society. Education must also be
accessible at all stages of life, so
as to give a'Second Chance' to the
excluded and enable every
individual to adopt to a changing
world and work invironment. [t must
give access in the first instance to
necessory knowledge and then
make available throughout life-not
only in school. but also through non
- formal and informal education -
what Robert carnewo, in 'Keys to the
21st Century', calls "antidotes to
.unlearning".

We are convinced that this
effort will only bear fruit if education
for all is integrated in national
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development and poverly -
reduction programmes. For today,
the essential link between
education, development and
poverty - reduction is universally
recognised. This is why the poor
and the excluded - particularly
women & girls, too often deprived
of education, and marginalised
groups, should be the main targets
of education for all.

The |ates|
verbal recitation was done by
Sankadik in 2842 B.C.; 260 years
after the begining of Kalyug. After
this time, the ancient texts were
written on Bhojptra-a bark of a
native tree of the Himalayas.

The mahabharata war took
place in 3139 B.C. which shattered
many civilisations of India and as a
consequence, big patches of
northern India became barren
lands. There were no roads in those
days and so communication among
small kingdoms was bleak. In that
situation, the people, living in
different locations of India,
developed there own culture and
language. Gradually Brahmi script
and Pali language developed in
India. Pali language was used
extensively by Budhism. Sanskrit
language with several variations-
local or classical-was used at the
main certres of Vedic civilisation,
namely Mathura, Kashi, Prayag,
Ujjain etc.

People living (2700 - 2500
B.C.) around Sindu river developed
their own civilisation which was later
recognised as Harappan
civilisation.

Vedas and Upnishads : Each of
the four Vedas have three sections:

(1) Mantra or Sanhita, (2) Brahman,
and (3) Aranyak. Mentras invoke
celestial gods for Yagna (fire
céremony). Brahman section
describes the process of yagya.
Aranyak tells about God and
devotion. Thus, there were two
ways to worship : (i) Yagya to
worship gods for material benefits,
such as yagya for god Indra for
rains and (ii) Devotion to worship
God (Nirakar Brahma) for liberation
(Moksha). Aranyak section of
Vedas is called Upnishad also.

(i) Yagya type of worship : In this
type of vedic worship celestial gods
are evoked during yagya. There are
33 gods. Eight vasus, eleven
rudras, twelve adityas, god Indra,
and god prajapati. Vasus are : agni,
prathvi, vayu, antarikch (god of
space), aditya (sun god), dyo (god
of sky) chandrma, and nakchatra
(god of asterism). These gods are
associated with material nature and
are evoked during yagya for the
gifts from nature. These gods have
no concern with God realisation
(Moksha).

(ii) Devotion type of worship :
Upnishads recommend devotion to
Nirankar God as means for
liberation of soul from the bondage
of Maya.

(a) Nirankar God : God is the
devine personality whose prime

God has three functions :
Brahma (creation, reproduction),
Vishnu (preservation) and Shiva
(destruction, death). For example,
all living beings take birth (Brahma),
grow and prosper (Vishnu) and then
die (Shiva). In puranic period (200
B.C. to 100 A.D.), Vyas and other
Brahmin scholars personafied these
three functions of God as god
Brahma, god Vishnu, and god Shiva
respectively. Purans were written to
glorify not only these three gods bul
also their families. Brahma was
associated with godess Saraswati,
Vishnu with Lakshmi and Shiva with
